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Cannabis Regulation Act

he Cannabis Regulation Act,
which was passed by Parliament
in February this year, is now in

operation.

The act allows cultivation of cannabis
for medical benefits under strict
production practices.

Some of the practices include:

1. Non-involvement of children,
nature, and quality of soil and quality
of chemicals and fertilizer.

2. Processing of cannabis and
packaging of cannabis should ensure
product description, labelling and
net weight should be clearly labeled
providing heavy penalties for
noncompliance.

3. Individuals or organisations found
cultivating, processing, or distributing
cannabis in contravention of the law
will face a fine of K50 million and
maximum imprisonment of 25 years.

set August 31 as the date of
commencement of the Act, in
exercise of the power conferred on
Section 1 of the Act.
